(Note 2) This information is required only in the case where there is an agent.  Contact information shall be provided.

(Note 3) The respondent’s telephone number, fax number, and e-mail address shall be described insofar as the applicant has such knowledge.

(Note 4) Where the respondent is a juridical person, the name of the person acting as its representative shall be provided here.
(Note 5) In the “Summary of the Dispute,” please provide a summary of the circumstances which have led to the application for mediation and the applicant’s allegations with regard to the dispute.  There is no limitation as to how to describe the circumstances or the content of such description.

(Note 6) In the “Gist of the resolution for which the application is made,” the resolution which the applicant seeks as an outcome of the mediation shall be described by the applicant.  There is no limitation as to how to describe the outcome sought or the content of such description.

　　(Example of Resolution Description)

(1) The applicant hereby demands mediation to make an appropriate settlement with the respondent, with respect to the circumstances described in “Summary of the Dispute.”

(2) The applicant hereby demands that the respondent shall pay an appropriate settlement amount to the applicant.

(3) The applicant hereby demands that the respondent pay        yen in settlement to the applicant and that this be ordered as part of the mediation.

(4) The applicant hereby demands that the respondent not manufacture or sell XXX described in the list of products attached hereto and that this be ordered as part of the mediation.

(5) The applicant hereby demands that the respondent confirm that the products described in the list of products attached hereto do not infringe the patent described in the list of patents attached hereto and that this be ordered as part of the mediation.
(Note 7) This section shall be created only in the case where the applicant requests mediation conducted by one mediator or three mediators, and it shall be stated to that effect.  In the case where there is no such request, the mediation shall be conducted by two mediators.
(Note 8) This section may be divided into the means of evidence and attached documents, and both of them may be described after the model of a complaint, an answer, and preparatory briefs in the litigation.

The number of copies of duplicates shall be the sum of the numbers of respondents and mediators, and it shall be three when the number of the respondents is one and that of the mediators is two.
In case of necessity, a list of evidence (the title, date produced, author, and those matters which the material is intended to prove, etc. shall be described therein.) shall be submitted. 
(Note 10) In the case where the applicant is a juridical person, the certificate of qualification of the person acting as its representative and a certified copy of commercial registration, etc. shall be submitted.  In the case where the respondent is a juridical person, those of the respondent shall be submitted by the applicant.  When the number of the applicants is one and that of the respondents is two, and when all are juridical persons, a copy for each (three copies in total) thereof shall be submitted.

(Note 11) For example, when there are two agents:  in the case where two agents are described in one power of attorney, one copy thereof shall be submitted, and in the case where there are separate powers of attorney for each agent, a copy for each agent (two copies in total) thereof shall be submitted.

(Note 12) Where an applicant is eligible for a reduction of the fees, and the applicant requests such reduction, one copy of a written motion for reduction of the fees and one copy of material which indicates the circumstances thereof shall be attached.
