(Note 1)
(i) A written application for confirmatory evaluation on essential patent shall be submitted through electronic medium. When submitting the electronic medium, please first contact the Center's Secretariat to obtain guidance as to how to submit the Application via electronic medium, and submit it in accordance with that instruction.
(ii) “Duplicate” means a copy of an original (if a seal is required to be affixed thereon, this means a copy of the original on which the seal is affixed), on which no seal is required to be affixed.
(Note 2)
[Representative]
If the applicant is a juridical person and no agent is appointed on its behalf, it is required that the name of a person who is registered as a representative in the certificate of qualification of the representative submitted as an attachment be provided and the representative's seal be affixed. However, if an agent is appointed, the seal of the applicant’s representative is not required.
[Contact Person]
If the applicant’s representative and the person who actually handles the case are different, the contact information of the contact person shall be provided and his/her seal be affixed. Any amendment to form or content after receipt of the written application shall be conducted in the name of the contact person, and the representative’s seal is not required to be affixed again.
[Omission of Seal and Reference to Materials]
The representative's seal may be omitted in this written confirmatory evaluation application if the representative, etc. in the application for essential patent evaluation that has already been granted an essential patent evaluation has not been changed, and the certificate of qualification and the power of attorney as filed in the prior essential patent evaluation application may be referred to in this written application as mandatory attachments.

(Note 4)
(i) The standard number/title of the standard/date of establishment [revision]/version number of the standard for which the prior essential patent evaluation was applied shall be provided. No description of an individual subject portion of the standard in the said standard is required.
(ii) If essential patent evaluation is granted for multiple claims in respect of different subject standards, this item shall be provided for each of the claims.
(iii) Center’s Confirmatory Evaluation on Essential Patent can be applied only for the patent for which essential patent evaluation has been granted for the subject portion of the standard consisting exclusively of the ARIB Standards included in Appendix 1-2 “Subject Technical Standards for Digital Cable Broadcasting Pool” of the Procedural Rules for Essential Patent Evaluation. However, if falling under "Other ARIB Standards" in the same Appendix, see (v) below.
(iv) If independent multiple purports of the application in respect of the same claim have been filed and essential patent evaluation is granted for them,
- If one of the purports of the application is related only to the ARIB Standards in the list of standards in Appendix 1-2 “Subject Technical Standards for Digital Cable Broadcasting Pool" attached to the Procedural Rules for Essential Patent Evaluation (i.e, the list of the broadcasting standards of this case), it can be the subject of application for confirmatory evaluation.
- If the application is granted essential patent evaluation in combination with the ARIB Standard listed in Appendix 1-2 and the ARIB standard not listed therein, it cannot be the subject of application for confirmatory evaluation.
[Example] (Case 1) If the purports of the application for essential patent evaluation already granted are both of “It is determined that Claim 1 is essential to ...... of the ARIB Standard STD-B10.” and “It is determined that Claim 1 is essential to ...... of the ARIB Standard STD-B20.”, both of which have been granted essential patent evaluation, then the latter essential patent evaluation that “It is determined that Claim 1 is essential to ...... of the ARIB Standard STD-B20.” can be the subject of application for confirmatory evaluation.
(Case 2) If the purport of the application for essential patent evaluation already granted is that “It is determined that Claim 1 is essential to ...... of the ARIB Standard STD-B10 and ...... of the ARIB Standard STD-B20.”, which has been granted essential patent evaluation, it cannot be the subject of application for confirmatory evaluation.
(v) If, in an application for Center’s confirmatory evaluation on essential patent, a certain subject portion of the standard (a subject portion of the standard in a prior essential patent evaluation already determined as essential) corresponds to “Other ARIB Standards (a portion of the standard that is expressly stated that it is governed by or complies with the ARIB Standards in the above JCTEA standards and JLabs operational specification)” in the ARIB Standards included in Appendix 1-2 “Subject Technical Standards for Digital Cable Broadcasting Pool” of the Procedural Rules for Essential Patent Evaluation, such corresponding relationship shall be clearly described in “4. Supplementary Comments” column in the application form by specifying the relevant JCTEA Standard and JLabs operational specifications as shown in the example below. Please note that if no such description and materials in “Supplementary Comments” are submitted, the purport of the application for Application for Center’s Confirmatory Evaluation on Essential Patent shall not be accepted.

[Example] As to “Chapter ○ ○○○○○” of the ARIB Standard STD-B21 "Standard for Receiving Equipment for Digital Broadcasting (DESIRABLE SPECIFICATIONS)” as being the subject portion of the standard of this case, in “Chapter ○ ○○○” of the digital cable broadcasting standard JCTEA STD-007 “Digital Cable Television Receiving Equipment” contains a description that it shall be applied (or quoted, governed by, or applied mutatis mutandis, as the case may be). I herewith submit a duplicate of the cover page and the relevant pages of the relevant JCTEA standard as an attachment.
